Lesson Plan　4-1

	General goal: To develop listening ability through shadowing. To develop the skimming ability while listening paying attention to important information.


	Specific goal: By practicing shadowing, students are to learn stress on words, sentence rhythm through which students can understand narratives in the Center Test more clearly, thus making them easier to get higher scores.   


	Knowledge: Text-type knowledge: topics and situations.  Context knowledge: students guess the meaning of a word from the context.   Phonological and phonetic knowledge: 



	Skills: Synchronized reading, paraphrasing, note-taking

	General information concerning to Part 4 in the Center Test.  Part 4 is divided into 2 sections: 3 short stories and a long story.  The number of questions and other useful information. 

Shadowing is to repeat English quickly right after you hear it.  We will explain why this method has become popular: the merits of shadowing.  In order to get them used to shadowing, we can demonstrate it.

 Give students a handout with Questions Nos.20, 21, and 22 on it.  Tell the students that we are going to start with No.21.  

1. Tell them to read the 4 choices in No.22 before playing the CD.  

2. Play the CD, and tell them to choose the correct answer. 

3. Tell the correct answer.   

Choose No.22 as a material for shadowing.

Tell students to find a pair around them.

Also tell Ss not to look at anything.

 1. Play the CD for the first time.

  Students just listen to the CD.  After the CD, Students tell their partners the words, chunks, whatever that they can remember.  

2. Play the CD for the second time.  Tell students to shadow: repeat the narrative either aloud or in a low voice.  We should play the CD 2 or 3 times until most of the students can memorize most of the narrative. 

3. Tell students to summarize the story and tell it to their partners, respectively.

4. Point to a student and tell him/her to answer the question.      

5. Here, They will listen to the CD for the last time, and tell them to repeat the sentences quickly after the utterance.  

6. Finally, we should explain difficult words and phrases in the narrative including intonation and stress.

Choose No.20 for this activity.  We follow

the same process as we practiced

shadowing in 4.  However, we stop the CD

at a critical point in this narrative so that

Ss. can think of the last part of the story.
Again tell the Ss. not to look at anything
until they are told to do so. 

1. Play the CD for the first time.

  Students just listen to the CD.  After the CD, Students tell their partners whatever that they can remember.  We have to be careful to stop the CD before the last sentence: “Customers say….”

2. Play the CD for the second time.  Tell students to shadow.  We should play the CD 2 or 3 times until most of the students can memorize most of the narrative. 

3. Tell students to summarize the story and tell it to their partners, respectively.   

4. Here, raise a question: “How come some customers don’t want to go to music stores?” Tell them to think of the reason and then tell it to their partners.

5. Point to a few pairs and ask them to tell the reason why many customers prefer shopping from catalogs to going to music stores.

6. Play the CD until the end. 

7. Tell them to look at the handout and to
 answer the question.

8. After some time, point to a student and tell him/her to answer the question.   

9.Finally, we should explain difficult words and phrases.    

Give students another handout with the questions from No.23 to No.25 on it. 
1. Students work in a group of 3 or 4.

2. Tell students to read all the questions and answers.  

3. Check difficult words and phrases with other members in a group.

4. Play the CD.

5. Tell them to answer the questions.

6. Check the answers within groups.

7 .Give students the answers 

8. This time, students are supposed to

 shadow while looking at the script.

Collect the answer sheets.

Ask the impression of shadowing.  Tell

Ss that shadowing is one of the most

effective ways in learning English.

Though it is difficult to observe each student

 carefully, it would be helpful to prepare checklists in advance.     
        

	Evaluation: Questions used in this lesson are taken from a practice examination of the

 Center test.  So, the number of correct answers shows the ability of students.
           This result will become guidelines as to how we should construct the lessons

 hereafter.



	Comments: Shadowing is effective only when students pronounce each word correctly.  We 

           need to check the pronunciation of difficult words before, or while the

shadowing.  In case students get tired with shadowing, it will be advisable to  put emphasis on conversation between students. 
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
