Lesson Plan
	General goal 
Japanese people need to make themselves understood better on the world stage because globalization is binging people from different countries into contact with each other more.
In response to the Ministry of Education, our goal is to enhance students’ communicative competence and nurture listening comprehension skills.

	Specific goal

Strategy for Section 1 of Listening Part of Center Test (CT) and Part 1 of TOEIC.
To enhance cognitive skills of multimodal texts. 

	Knowledge

Lexical knowledge. Looking at a visual text which involves using known and finding new words.
Discourse knowledge. Multimodal literacy.
Grammatical knowledge: Adverbials, prepositions, idioms and expressions. 

	Skills 

Analyzing the multimodal text, images and pictures. Findings Visual Message Elements.
Describe 1.Who or what are the participants? 2. What are the circumstances or elements which are located? 3. What action is taking place? 4. What are the characteristics of the participants?

	Explain the Section 1 of CT and Part 1 of TOEIC. CT has 6 questions and 3 out of 6 show 4 images in 1 question. TOEIC has 20 questions and 1 question shows 1 picture. A center test and TOEIC is a multiple-choice examination. Tell them the difference between the image and the verbal text. The text includes a verb in a definite-tense form. On the contrary, images are tenseless.  Think of these four points. 

1.Who or what are the participants? 2. What are the circumstances or elements which are located? 3. What action is taking place? 4. What are the characteristics of the participants?
A teacher gives a sheet of handout 1. Each student describes 4 images (CT) and a picture (TOEIC) using these four points and writes them down.  When they don’t know the expression in English, they can look for the words using a dictionary. They all finish analyzing the images and pictures on the handout. 
Students listen to the question and find an answer out of 4. 
Give a handout 2 which is written a script.  A teacher picks up some expressions and teaches them. For example, “I’d rather~.” “the one with a computer on the left”, “in the second row”,  “the second seat from the right”, “be out of~”
“side by side”, “on display”, “in a row”, “lean over”, “sort ~ into” or “look over”. 

A teacher gives them a new handout 1. Students answer the question.

A teacher gives a final 1 question and students answer.
Talk with a group or in a class.
How do students change the way of listening before the activity and after the activity?
How much do they acquire the cognitive skills of multimodal text?
Can they comprehend the questions well?

A teacher collects their two handouts of 1.

	Assignment
Each student illustrates the picture of TOEIC according to the multiple choice item to understand the expression. Bring some pictures or drawings in the magazine or newspaper with non verbal text. Describe the picture and write four sentences on each picture. And make questions like Center test or TOEIC. 

	Assessment:
The specific goal of this lesson is to enhance their multimodal literacy with non-verbal text. I assess their feedback and I’d like to know how they change the way of listening before and after. Also I will assess the cognitive skills of multimodal texts. How much do they acquire the cognitive skills of multimodal text?
I compare the answer before the activity with the one after the activity. I evaluate the rate of correct answers and the final question.

	Comment:

In terms of Section 1 of CT and Part 1 of TOEIC, it is more necessary to use the multimodal literacy than listening skills. Test takers have to understand the images or pictures at a glance. Moreover, it is fight against the time. As I mentioned in the skills section, it is essential “Findings Visual Message Elements”. Whenever you look at the images or pictures, you should analyze the non-verbal text. Describe 1.Who or what are the participants? 2. What are the circumstances or elements which are located? 3. What action is taking place? 4. What are the characteristics of the participants? Images are tenseless, thus you just describe the picture and should know the adverbials. I believe this is one of the strategies of Section 1(CT) and Part1 (TOEIC). But referring to Section1 of CT, there are three more verbal questions. I will take these questions next time.
