Lesson Plan　
Section 2-1
	Content : In section 2 of Center Test, students are to choose an expected answer in the last part of a dialogue. For example, Ss listen to a dialogue without a script. 

A: What did you do over the weekend?

B: Oh, I started reading a really good book.

A: 

Then, they have to choose an expected answer among 4 choices as below. 

1 Really？ What’ it about?

2 Really? Why don’t you like it?

3 Sure, I’ll lend it to you when I’m done.

4 Sure, I’ ll return to you later.

This section requires discourse & socio linguistic competence (the knowledge on how to use begin and to end a conversation and the knowledge on how to use and respond different types of speech acts) So through this lesson, students are expected to acquire these competences, to be able to understand expected responses in listening and finally to be able to make a short conversation using expected responses.


	General goal : To be able to listen to and to understand a short dialogue

	The introduction of adjacency pairs 
  T says “I went to Tokyo yesterday” and then let students say anything which is proper as a response such as “What did you there?” and so on.

　Give a group of students a set of cards on which only the first pair part of adjacency pair such as “Could you help me with my homework?”. Then in a group, the first person takes one card without showing others and says it to the next student. The next student has to respond or answer to the utterance by the first statement. Within the group, they will continue to do it until the last card. 

  Do the same thing by a couple of students in a class. 

　Longer Dialogue（Pair Work and Jig Jaw listening） 
Students with sheet A and students with sheet B work together in this activity. Example of sheet A and B

They try to listen to the missing part on each sheet by dictation. (They can listen to the CD or they can listen to the partner talk). After that, they check their partners’ answers. 
In each pair, they work out what is an expected response as the last part of speaker A.

(Role Play) In a class, they are to act out based on the dialogue the last part of which they created. 
Classes are divided into 3 groups. (in each group, there are 10 students) In each group, 5 different A role cards and 5 different B role cards like the above.

	Assignment: They are to create a short dialogue with a partner ( dialogues can be among friends, in a family or between a teacher and a student: students’ creativity is expected)  


	Assessment: Assessment can be carried out through observation of various activities. For instance, Ts can check whether they can dictate other’ talk ( in Activity 2) and whether they can utter expected answers or responses in several activity.


	Comments : As one of the objectives for listening part of CT, this lesson’ main objective is to help students to listen and understand short dialogues and to be engaged in short dialogues with others, here with classmates, so in this lesson, not only listening activity but also a lot of speaking activities are included.
