We don't use any principal texts
in Language Arts; we use a workshop model so all the
kids are in independent books that are matched to them
and their reading levels.  We teach reading
strategies, not literature.  We teach how to approach
different types of texts and build on all the
requisite skills--decoding, inferring, inquiry,
revising our thinking as new information arises, and
so on...we use read alouds (not entire novels,
usually, but picture books) to demonstrate application
of the strategies we teach.
