Green Design Challenge:  Group Presentation

Task: 

Present your group's final design proposal to the class using a Google Apps presentation (not Powerpoint).  Presentations will be scheduled starting Tuesday, May 20th.  Your presentation must be of high enough quality that it can be published for the public.  (We will be using your work in an online exhibit that will help the school raise the money to build this project!)

Guidelines:

The presentation should include:

1. Title page with group member names and house.

2. Problem statements:  Define each problem your final design tries to address. You may use both images and words to illustrate.  USE ONE SLIDE PER PROBLEM.  (Aim for 3 to 5)

3. Solutions:  Using both images and words (include exported 2D images from your Sketchup), show how your design addresses each problem you presented. ONE SLIDE PER SOLUTION.

4. Overall views of the design: Exported 2D Sketchup images showing several perspectives of your design.

5. Green design considerations:  Choose at least two of the green design concepts your group researched (Energy efficiency, life-cycle analysis, carbon-footprint, or biomimicry) and explain how this concept is illustrated by your design.  How does your design use this idea to reduce the school's impact on the environment?  ONE SLIDE PER CONCEPT.

6. Estimated cost for construction.  Give a rough estimate of how much your plan would cost to build and explain how you arrived your estimate.

Additional guidelines:

1. Make a rough outline of the presentation on paper first.

2. Use Google Presentation to share the document so all team-members can work on it!! (These presentations will also be published to the web so that we can raise money for these projects!)

3. You must share your presentation with me as a collaborator. (andrewstillman@columbiasecondary.org)

4. Everyone in the group needs to present at least two slides. Label all the slides at the bottom right corner with the name of the person responsible for presenting it.
