Geography & ELA Collaborative Project 1: My Neighborhood
Profs. Gonzalez-Block and Hill
For this Geography/ELA project you will make a large-scale map of your neighborhood.  You will also write about different aspects of your neighborhood.  Your words will eventually be incorporated into the map.  

The criteria for the geography portion of your project DUE MONDAY is as follows:

Part 1 (Geography)
1. Map your neighborhood (approx a 3 block radius from your home).  

2. Include all map elements: title, legend, grid, scale and compass rose)

3. Choose a scale (you may measure the length of the blocks by walking down and placing one foot in front of the other (each of your feet = 1 foot).

4. Make a grid on your paper using an index card, ruler, or straight edge.  Do not include coordinates.

5.Make sure to include all shops, supermarkets, post offices, buildings, trees, and other important landmarks.  

6. Use the whole paper (the closer the map – the better). Pay attention to details, use straight lines and BE NEAT.

 

You will be graded on:
1.The accuracy of your scale.

2. Your ability to include all of the map elements.

3. The readability of your scale (make it easy to read and make each object/building look DIFFERENT)

4. Your creativity and neatness.

Step-by-step for Geography Part 1: 
1. USE ONLY PENCIL!

2. Make a grid (use a ruler, index card, or straight edge to make lines). You don't need to make coordinates.

3.  Measure the length and width of your streets and buildings (walk down them slowly - each of your feet is a foot.

4. Choose a scale (think about how much you want to fit onto the paper.) Write the scale at the bottom of the paper.

5. Using your ruler or straight edge begin to sketch your neighborhood. BE NEAT. MAKE EVERYTHING BIG.

6. Mark off a big corner of the paper for your Legend (put a box around the Legend).

7. Check your neighborhood map with your map checklist.

8. NOTE: DO NOT USE COLOR OR PEN YET - we will do this in class.  
For Monday: Come to class with a completed map of your neighborhood (IN PENCIL).  Include all map elements.  We will work on the maps further in class.  GOOD LUCK AND HAVE FUN!!!


Part 2 (Language Arts)
DUE MONDAY:

1. Friday journal: In your Friday journal entry, tell a specific story of something that happened to you in your neighborhood.   Be sure to pay close attention to describing the setting (your neighborhood!). 

2. Weekend journal #1: Read "Langston Terrace" (PHL p. 434-437). Use the "Writing" assignment on p. 439 as one of your weekend journal entries.

3. Weekend journal #2: Over the weekend, go on an observational walk of your neighborhood.  This is like what we did in class in Morningside Park, only your own neighborhood will now be your subject. If you can, sit for a while to quietly observe (maybe out your window or sitting outside). Write down observations of what you see. You should write in complete sentences or phrases, rather than simply listing words. Remember to include as many details as you can! You may record this in your journal as one of your weekend entries.
