Post-Lesson Reflections:

The students were really receptive to the lesson materials and seemed to enjoy the lesson, particularly the conversation activity. What impressed me the most was their eagerness to give me feedback, both on paper and verbally, after I told them that it was okay to do so. Two students came to me and said that I spoke to fast for them while others said that the class went well. One student praised my efforts while discussing my lesson with the university janitor. Whether they enjoyed or disliked the class, the learners seemed to enjoy giving me feedback. I am very eager to collect the surveys and analyze them in Microsoft Excel. In addition, I think that I will create signs (“speak slowly” or “speak faster”) next time so that students will be able to tell me immediately if they are dissatisfied with my rate of speaking.
