Reflection about Dr. Fuchs’ second observation


We have had a constant problem with late shows recently. There have been a handful of students who show up twenty or thirty minutes late and demand that they be filled in on the details of the class. I think that we will have to start deducting participation points of those students who arrive late to class. 

Dr. Fuchs recommended that I not stand the entire time during the class. I was actually told this during a practicum observation in Tokyo. I believe that by sitting down in the class, I could alter the balance of power and thus allow the students more opportunities to express themselves freely without fear. I will need to adjust the seating arrangement of the class so that everyone can sit close to each other in a circle. 


Dr. Fuchs commented that I will need to work on altering the classroom dynamics to make students the focal point of the class. I believe that I may have not allowed the students much leeway to express themselves given the fact that I was being observed, and I wanted to ensure that the students were producing the correct phrases in line with the target grammar and vocabulary. Hopefully, the more I am observed, the more I will become comfortable with the process.
