Reflection about Dr. Fuchs’ first observation

This was the first time that I had been observed by a staff member in the CEP. I was a bit nervous, especially since I had to videotape this observation. While I taught, I constantly wondered whether or not it would be possible for Dr. Fuchs see the students engaging in the activity. In reviewing the feedback, I realize that she was indeed able to get an accurate picture of what took place in class. 


The professor asks me, in her feedback, why one of the students didn’t participate after being informed about the activity. I believe he or she may not have understood the activity properly and thus may have needed more explanation. In the future, I will need to do a better job of monitoring all of the students, particularly when they have to move around in the classroom. 


Dr. Fuchs says that I need to let more of the students talk in the classroom. I feel as if I would typically allow them to talk as they pleased, but given the fact that I was in the process of being observed, I tended to be less likely to give students opportunities to express themselves. I will have to monitor my performance in the future to ensure that students are given ample time to express themselves during my observations. 


As for the students progress in the lesson, I will need to provide them with more scaffolding in the future while attempting to reach the target. Often I find that I focus too much on the target of the lesson without a more cautious approach to the process of learning. In the future, I will try to find extensions for grammar and vocabulary practice which will develop the students’ proficiencies before they actually have to engage in a role play or discussion.
