Reflection about Rose’s second observation and Charles first observation

Rose suggested that I create name placards for the interviewers during the role play. This would have made the activity more authentic. In retrospect, her suggestion would have been the activity perfect. I believe that I will have to find better ways of making the role plays more authentic. 


One important thing that Rose discussed when she gave me feedback was that I need to create more detailed and accurate lesson plans. She found that my lesson plan contained more activities than could possibly be done in 2 hours. She assumed that I would do each individual activity. I explained that I only wrote extra activities on the lesson plan as a contingency plan. She suggested that I make note of it next time. I believe I must meticulously engage in creating better, more detailed lesson plans, which everyone will be able to follow and reproduce. 

During a feedback session, Charles suggested that I use the blackboard more. We both agreed that it would be better to secure a blackboard from media services to use given the fact that the classroom in the board was more than fifteen feet away from the students’ desks. Charles praised me for monitoring the class well. We both thought about ways in which we could prevent the students (all were Hispanic) from excessively speaking Spanish in the classroom. I believe that I will need to put students in pairs based on their proficiency (i.e. one high level student and one low level student). This will hopefully encourage the students to help build on each others skills and weaknesses in the classroom.
