Reflection about Rose’s first observation


Rose commented favorably on this lesson and suggested that my volume and pace were good and that the students had multiple opportunities to express themselves in the target language. Fortunately, everything went well in this lesson—there were no late students and every seemed to understand the materials. I took Dr. Fuchs’ advice and decided to give the students more opportunities to speak. This apparently had a very positive effect on them. I also gave students the opportunity to do a presentation based on the classroom activity using should and shouldn’t. Based on Rose’s comments and the students’ responses, I will try to teach more scaffolding activities as well as give students greater opportunities to give speeches in front of the class.
